And with classics like Green Eggs and
Ham, and One Fish Two Fish Red Fish Blue Fish, Geisal delighted them while they learned. Suddenly,
reading became fun. Coming right off the heels of George L ucas and bestselling Jim Henson, Brian Jay Jones
is quickly developing areputation as a master biographer of the creative geniuses of our time.
